Our volunteers visit the children in hospital to provide care, comfort, play and entertainment.  

  

We play games, have nightly competitions, read stories, sing songs or act silly to gain a smile or a laugh from a sick 

child.  

  

In Perth, the Radio Lollipop studio is located at Perth’s Children’s Hospital and is programmed around the requests 

of the children on the wards.  

  

Children are encouraged to be the announcer, talk on air, participate in competitions or simply ring up the DJ to 

request their favourite song!  

  

For the children who are unable to leave their beds, our volunteers visit them personally to ensure quality time for 

all.
